People under the age of 16 do not
need to provide identification.

Choose your new Library Card

The library staff will put this onto
their system then | will be a
member of the library and given a
library card and password.

When | go through the main
entrance, | turn to the left
and the automatic doors will
slide open.

In the library there will be
shelves of books and talking
books.
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| can sit in a chair and read.

| can borrow a book or
talking book and take it
home with me.

The staff will check out the
book or talking book and
stamp it to tell me when | need
to bring it back to the library.

| can also ask to be shown how
to use the self-issue machine to
borrow and return my books
or talking books.
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The library has some
computers and free Wi-Fi
access. | can ask a member of
staff for the Wi-Fi password.

The computers are free to use
for up to 2 hours per day.

To log onto the computers, |

will need to enter my Library —

card number and my password.

| will have to pay to print out:
20p per black and white copy
30p per colour copy.

When | am ready to print, | will
go to a member of staff and ask
for my print-outs and pay for
them.
