We are writing to you because you have a child/children who are due to move into Year 10 

in September 2026.   

 

You may not be aware but there are other opportunities for education in Cumbria, Starting 

in Year 10, that you might wish to consider.  These schools have atypical admission ages 

so take pupils at a different age to typical 11-18 secondary schools.  This does not, 

however, mean that you are required to move your child/children from their existing school 

if this is still the best option for them. 

 

University Technology Colleges (UTC) are set up by universities and businesses and 

specialise in one or two technical subjects.  At GCSE they offer a curriculum similar to a 

typical 11-18 secondary school, including English and maths as well as their specialist 

subject.
