1. Prohibit pedestrians from proceeding along the entire length of Public Footpath No. 109401 in the City of Carlisle (between grid references 338948 557496 and 338740 557593: and

2. Prohibit pedestrians from proceeding along the entire length of Public Footpath No 109402 in the City of Carlisle (between grid references 338837 557662 and 338785 557732). 
There is no suitable alternative route available for pedestrians.  However, Kingmoor Sidings Nature Reserve may be accessed via the permissive path from Kingmoor Road to the north of the development site.
