3. The entire length of Public Footpath No.109318 in the City of Carlisle between grid references 339933 554903 and 340019 554905.
A suitable alternative route for pedestrians and dismounted cyclists will be available via the following footpaths and footways: 
East Bank – via Boustead Grassing, Footpath Nos. 109321, 109319 and 109317 
or 
West Bank - East Dale Street, Denton Street and Footpath No. 109317
