1. Prohibit any person from proceeding along the following lengths of Public Footpath:

(i) The entire length of Public Footpath No 413016 in the Parish of Lowca; and
(ii) The entire length of Public Footpath No 417016 in the Parish of Moresby.
There is no suitable alternative route available for pedestrians.

2. Prohibit any person from proceeding or causing or permitting any horse or cycle to proceed along the following lengths of Public Bridleway:

(i) An approx. 26.6 metre length of Public Bridleway No: 413001 in the Parish of Lowca between Grid References 298845, 521378 and 298851, 521393; and

(ii)  An approx. 69 metre length of Public Bridleway 417013 in the Parish of Moresby  between Grid References 298845, 521378 and 298904, 521359.

There is no suitable alternative route available for pedestrians, horses or cyclists.
